you live in Washington County look under “St. George”. If you live in Salt Lake County look under “Salt Lake
City”. If you live in Morgan or Davis County look at the figures provided for “Ogden/Clearfield”.)

For the purposes of this question Juab and Utah Counties are considered the same county. For the purposes of this
guestion Davis and Morgan Counties are considered the same county.

If you answered “yes” to both questions you are a Section 3 Resident. Please
complete the remainder of this form to register with your employer.
